Contact Person: Please include contact information for the main presenter, including 
name, institutional affiliation, program(s) of study, contact phone number and email address. 
 
Synopsis of Presentation: Please provide a concise (200 word max) synopsis of your 
presentation for the conference program.  The synopsis should give readers a clear 
understanding of the purpose, goals, objectives, content, and intended audience (i.e. school 
counselors, mental health counselors, marriage and family therapists, etc.) 

 
Submission Deadline:  Proposals must be received electronically by March 20th. They will be 
reviewed by the Professional Development Committee for inclusion in the conference. Presenters 
will be notified no later than Tuesday, March 23rd regarding the status of their proposal.
